**From 27 September 2023 (Wednesday), general admission tickets for adults (with access to Gallery 1 to 7) 
will be priced at HKD60 (up from HKD50), while half-price concessions tickets will be priced at HKD30. For 
special exhibition, admission to the “Gazing at Sanxingdui” special exhibition (Gallery 8) will be priced at 
HKD150 with half-price concessions at HKD75, both offering complimentary access to the exhibitions in 
Gallery 1 to 7. Details of the admission prices for other upcoming special exhibitions will be announced in 
due course. Ticket prices for students and accompanying staff participating in this programme may be 
adjusted accordingly, please check for the latest announcement. 

 

 

 

 

 



Recommended Teacher-to-student Ratio 

Please ensure there are sufficient teachers to accompany your students at the Museum. The 
recommended teacher-to-student ratio for primary and secondary school visits 1:15, and for 
kindergarten visits is 1:3. 

 
Application Procedures 

1. Submit the online application at least 1 month prior to the school visit and book your 
preferred date and time. 

2. The Museum will contact applicants within 1 month to confirm the date and time of the 
visit. Successful applicants will receive a confirmation email with details of the visit and a 
Payment Notice with instructions. The confirmation email will act as the admission proof 
on the date of visit. 

 

3. The school should complete the payment within 10 working days after the issuance of the 
Payment Notice. 

4. Once the application is confirmed, the Museum shall not be liable to assist in the 
rescheduling of the event date or make any refund to processed tickets.

Secondary school, tertiary 
institution, and other 
educational institution 
programmes will be 
cancelled if any of the 
following is hoisted three 
hours before or during the 
Museum opening hours: 

 
• Black Rainstorm Warning 

Signal; 
• Typhoon Signal No. 8 or 

above; or 
• If the Education Bureau 

has announced class 
suspension due to 
inclement weather 

Cancelled fee-charging 
activities can be rescheduled 
within 180 days from the 
original event date. Tickets 
are non-refundable. 

Free school activities cannot 
be rescheduled if cancelled 
due to inclement 
weather. Schools should 
submit a new application. 

 

2. Except for cancellation due to adverse weather, tickets and programme fees are non- 
refundable, and bookings cannot be rescheduled or transferred. 

3. The Museum reserves the right to make the final decision on application procedure, 
approval and arrangement. Programme content may be adjusted under the Museum’s 
operation considerations without prior notice. 

4. Image consent: We may photograph, film, videotape, record or otherwise reproduce the 
image and voice of any visitor who enters the Museum and use the same for educational, 
media, or editorial purposes and may be used on the website, social media platforms, in 
publications, or as promotional materials used by the Museum and the West Kowloon 
Cultural District Authority. 
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
