treasures from other parts of the world. Tickets are for visits on Mondays, Wednesdays, Thursdays
and Fridays (excluding Public Holidays).

Applications for school visits from 24" November 2023 to 31st May 2024 are now open. Quota is
limited. Applications for visits between June and July 2024 will be announced on HKPM website later.

Students and teachers may use our Audio Guide service, accessed through scanning the QR codes
in the Museum using a mobile phone with internet access and personal earphones.

If the number of students or accompanying teachers exceeds the quota indicated above, school
groups will need to purchase extra Special Exhibition admission tickets; fees as indicated below***:

Government as “primary schools” or “secondary schools”, and not available for schools classified as “others”.

*Remark 2 : With the sponsored tickets, students and teachers are entitled to access all thematic exhibitions
and one special exhibition. Schools are required to prioritise their preference for special exhibitions or exhibition
themes. Arrangement will be made based on the applications received and the Museum’s operation. Upon
successful application, participants of the same application will be arranged to visit the same special exhibition.

***Remark 3: Details of the admission prices for other upcoming special exhibitions will be announced in due
course. Prices for extra tickets required by students and accompanying teachers to participate in this programme
may be adjusted accordingly. Please check for the latest announcement.
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Recommended Teacher-to-student ratio

Please ensure there are sufficient teachers to accompany your students at the Museum. The
recommended teacher-to-student ratio for school visits is 1:15.

Application Procedures

1. Submit the online application to book your preferred date and time. Applications need to be
made at least 1 month prior to the visit.

2. HKPM will contact applicants / teachers within 1 month to confirm the date and time of the
visit.
3. Successful applicants will receive a confirmation email with details of the visit, visit guidelines,

reference material, learning resources, and (if applicable) payment notice. The school should
complete the payment within 10 working days after the issuance of the payment notice.

4. Once the application is confirmed, the Museum shall not be liable to assist in the
rescheduling of the event date or make any refund to processed tickets of accompanying
teachers.

Free school activities cannot
be rescheduled if cancelled
due to inclement weather.
Schools should submit a new
application.
