Successful applicants will receive a confirmation email with details of the visit, visit guidelines,
reference material, learning resources, and (if applicable) payment notice. The school should
complete the payment within 10 working days after the issuance of the payment notice.

4. Once the application is confirmed, the Museum shall not be liable to assist in the rescheduling of
the event date or make any refund to processed tickets of accompanying teachers.
